ATCUAE to register, certify vintage vehicles
DUBAI: The Automobile & Touring Club of the UAE has been mandated with inspecting and authenticating vintage vehicles in accordance with rules and regulations as stipulated by the Federation Internationale des Vehicules Anciens (FIVA).
FIVA represents the interests of more than one million historic vehicle enthusiasts in over 50 countries represented approximately by 75 member organisations worldwide.

While in the past there was no recognized body mandated with certifying the authenticity of a vehicle that could be classed as a historic or vintage vehicle, a recent agreement with the UAE Federal Government now authorizes the ATCUAE to issue a certificate of authenticity and roadworthiness where applicable.
ATCUAE President Mohammed Ben Sulayem said the agreement has great significance because owners can now register their vintage vehicles with the ATCUAE who will then be issued unique number plates.

Prospective vintage owners can also consult the ATCUAE before purchasing a vehicle to satisfy themselves about the authenticity and heritage of a vintage vehicle they wish to buy.

Apart from certifying the authenticity and heritage of a vehicle, the ATCUAE will also determine whether a particular vintage vehicle is roadworthy or meant just for exhibition purpose.

Sulayem said the certification process will be carried out by highly qualified personnel in the field of vintage and historic vehicles.
“While it is important to certify the pedigree and authenticity of a vintage vehicle, the ATCUAE’s aim is to have a clear picture of the existence of these lovely vehicles, make the process convenient, regulate this sector and spread awareness and assist prospective owners in purchasing genuine vintage vehicles,” Sulayem added.
