From the City of MEXICO, Alberto Navarro Llamas told us that, achieving the proposed goal, finished the first Certified in RESCUE, RESTORATION AND PRESERVATION OF OLD VEHICLES, which jointly organized by the Universidad del Valle de Mexico and the Mexican Federation of Antique and Collector Cars, AC.
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From July 5 to August 13, 2010, for six weeks, Monday through Friday from 10:00 to 14:00 hrs., Classes were offered to meet the 120 hours, which addressed the issues with the development of the automotive industry from different points of view, transportation, technology, production, design, society and organizations.
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The Diploma was developed in lectures, audiovisual and Practices, 12 instructors who taught specialist in the management of the machinery used in the manufacture and restoration of different pieces that require vehicles to maintain their level of originality.
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The students had practical workshops in; Restoration, Chrome, Manufacture of automotive parts, Brakes, Suspension, Body Repair, Painting and Mechanical Lathe laboratories, Fluid Mechanics, material hardness, Engines, Carburetors, Clutch, Automotive Electrical &System Management.
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The notes that instructors developed, were integrated into a folder of 494 pages, which serve as reference material for each participant.
